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HIS example of small lown house is quite

tvpical of those buill in Alexandria during
Colonial times. [t is so localed that the front com-
mands a bcauliful view of the Potomac River.
The brickwork of greally variegated lones of red
and brown gives a rick, contrasting background to
the white woodwork of the doorway and the stone

trim of the windows. The dormers are partic-
wlarly interesting with the pleasing silhoucttes
formed by the pediments ; their sides and roofs
and the roof of the house are covered with gray
slate. The exceptionally good cornice is of
the type that is most characteristic of those wsed
during the Colonial period.
